Promotion and application of the ecosystem-based adaptation and integrated risk management

Through USAID support, CDP established the Salug Valley Inter-LGU Early Warning System, enabling real-time, coordinated disaster responses across 
multiple provinces to protect vulnerable communities from extreme flood

Established grantmaking facility called the Abot-Kamay Community Solidarity Fund through the Assets, Agency, and Trust Initiative. It funded 32 local organizations that drive sustainable change and foster grassroots resilience.

Project SAIL enhances disaster resilience by integrating climate action and nature-based solutions into community-led disaster risk reduction, empowering at-risk communities in the 
Agno River Basin through participatory risk assessments, capacity-building, and people-centered early warning systems.

The PROMISE projects in Pasig demonstrated the 
transformative potential of CBDRRM, emphasizing enhanced 
preparedness and mitigation through inclusive governance 
and local participation .

The iCARE project integrated capacity building and grant-making to empower communities in Malabon and Valenzuela, 
enabling them to implement inclusive, community-led disaster preparedness and resilience initiatives.

The SUCCESS project, a collaboration between CDP and Catholic Relief Services, significantly improved urban communities’ disaster resilience by 
enhancing local capacities to endure severe shocks through targeted disaster risk reduction initiatives.

Through the SARAM Project with ADRA Philippines, CDP strengthened rural livelihoods in Mercedes, 
Camarines Norte by enhancing agribusiness practices and integrating disaster preparedness, 
fostering sustainable resilience in 18 barangays.

The Program for Hydro-Meteorological Disaster Mitigation in Secondary Cities in Asia (PROMISE) project in Dagupan City, Philippines, showcased the successful integration of disaster risk reduction into 
local governance by forming Technical Working Groups (TWGs) comprising local government officials, community leaders, NGOs, and technical experts, which coordinated multi-stakeholder collaboration, 
empowered barangay councils through capacity building, and integrated community input into DRR planning, setting a precedent for community-led resilience in secondary cities.

Banaba Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Project empowered the community to institutionalize disaster 
preparedness through the establishment of functional BDRRM structures, comprehensive plans, and participatory 
approaches, making it a model of grassroots resilience aligned with the mandates of RA 10121 and serving as a 
practical example for other communities.

In partnership with DRRNet Philippines, CDP led the “Technical Assistance on Securing the Safety of Informal Seattler 
Families in Metro Manila,” equipping high-risk communities with CBDRRM training, community planning, and early 
warning systems for resilient, inclusive urban safety.

The Tacloban Resettlement Integrated Programme (TRIP 2) in Tacloban, Building Inclusive 
Resilient Communities in Giporlos, Quinapondan, and Salcedo in Eastern Samar, Project 
Elevate: Marig-on Estehanon! across Eastern Samar, and the Consortium for Humanitarian 
Action and Protection (CHAP) strengthened disaster resilience, promoted inclusive 
governance, empowered marginalized groups, and enhanced humanitarian response and 
preparedness in these areas.
